In addition, he/she will serve as project officer or
program official, working with grant- and contract-funded researchers to design or direct clinical investigations and trials for
the treatment of patients.

Ability to work independently, as well as within a dynamic team

e  Phlebotomy and transport of blood specimens to the laboratory from the clinical site may be occasionally
required.

e Maintenance, cross-checking (QC) and entry of accurate data at clinical site

e Liaise closely and maintain effective communication with the project coordinator and the Principal Investigator.

e Keeping an up-to-date register of all studies detailing timelines for reporting to Funder, ethics renewals and
recruitment status.

e  Submitting research studies for regulatory approvals

e Management, supervision, and teaching of clinical research staff as required by the project

e There will be an opportunity to be involved in publications and a special program can be tailored for those wishing
to pursue a master’s or PhD (only if appropriate and this is not a job requirement)
